      General Information for all Enrichment Programs:

The number of available spaces are determined by the enrichment 
instructor.

Payment for the program must be made at sign up/before program begins or child will not be able to participate.

●
Sign up will start on Wednesday, September 14th at the Main Lobby Reception Desk. Please bring your enrollment form (already filled out) along with your payment.
●
No refunds will be made once the first class begins for non-attendance due to child’s illness, vacation time or class missed due to forgetfulness, etc.
●
All students must bring a packed lunch and drink for the program; no heat-ups please (your child has limited time).  Please note, The Glen is a peanut free zone.  No peanut butter or anything with nuts are not permitted at lunch.

Students are encouraged to wear comfortable clothing the day of the 

program.  Students enrolled in the Art and Science Programs should wear old clothing; projects can be very messy.

Programs will be offered in the Fall-Session I and Spring-Session II.  All 
programs start at 11:30 for lunch and program begins at 12:00 till 12:30.  Violin, Guitar and Piano are exceptions to this rule.  They have their own lesson time which will be assigned by the instructor.  Enrollment is on a first-come first-serve basis.

During each lesson, children will learn proper violin technique, music reading skills, and music theory.  Students will study a variety of melodic and rhythmic sounds and patterns while learning to play the violin.  Lessons are based on the individual needs of the child, and utilize many Suzuki Violin Method techniques and principles.  

Required:  a violin can be rented from Volkwein’s music for around $25 for the first 3 months, then $18 per month thereafter, shoulder rest, music book, and cd (cost around $25 total) and a 1” three ring binder needed for class assignments.

Learning the guitar should be both hard work and fun!  Students will learn proper posture and instrument technique while learning to play a variety of styles of music.  We will explore simple songs while learning basic chords and will also learn to play a variety of rhythms using open strings and fingered notes.  While learning to play we will also learn basic music theory and note recognition.   

Required:  guitar (can be purchased for around $75), several music books supplied by teacher (cost around $20) and a 1” three ring binder needed for class assignments.
